BCATS environment refers to any workplace or context where work or activities related to the building, construction and allied trades sector take place, for example workplaces, school workshops or training establishments, outdoor areas and 
industry placement workplaces.


Industry bodies refers to organisations that play a role within an industry in a regulatory, support or advisory capacity.  This includes regulatory bodies, industry training organisations and trade or professional associations.
