Definitions

BCATS project refers to a project undertaken in a BCATS environment under general supervision, using a range of tools, equipment and materials, and involving standard processes.


BCATS environment refers to any workplace or context where work or activities related to the building, construction and allied trades sector take place, such as school workshops, training establishments, outdoor areas, and industry placement workplaces.
Specifications refers to documented instructions (oral, written, graphic) and may include any of the following: manufacturers’ specifications, recommendations or technical data sheets; material specifications; specifications from a specialist source such as an architect, designer, engineer or a supervisor; site or work specific requirements.

Working drawings are the set of drawings associated with a construction project, and can include plans, elevations, sections, details or any other drawings that give information about the project.


Workplace practice refers to the procedures specific to a BCATS environment, which cover the standard and required practices of that environment.
